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ABSTRACT

This independent study entitled, “Result of Using People Bank Loan for
Quality of Life Development: A Case Study of Government Savings Banks in Amphoe
Mueang Chiang Mai, Changwat Chiang Mai”, is designed to study the roles of
Government Savings Banks in giving the People Bank Loan to people for earning a
living. In addition, it is aimed to study the result of using People Bank Loan for quality
of life development. The study is made of 314 customers of People Banks loan from
rGovemment Savings Banks in the areas of Amphoe Mueang Chiang Mai, Changwat
Chiang Mai with a total of seven branches, namely, Chiang Mai Branch, Tippanet
Road Branch, Nong Hoi Branch, and Buak Krok Luang Branch. Data are collected by
means of constructed questionnaires and they are then assessed through the SPSS
prograni with emphasis on statistic significance illustrating its percentage anci Chi-
Square test. Besides, hypothesis test is made by means of the Cramer’s V correlation
of independent variables and dependent variables, and the data are quantitatively

analyzed. Results of this study are summarized into four cases as follows:



1. Monthly income earned from making a living for economic security is seen
through Chi-Square test less than 0.05 and through Cramer’s V test less than 0.201-
0.400, which indicates that the monthly income earned from making a living has
correlation with economic security at rather low levels.

2. Monthly income earned from making a living for quality of life is seen
through Chi-Square test less than 0.05 and through Cramer’s V test less than 0.000-
0.200 and 0.201-0.400, which denotes that the monthly income earned from making a
living has correlation with quality of life at low and rather low levels.

3. The amount of loan funds approved for economic security is seen through
Chi-Square test less than 0.05 and through Cramer’s V test less than 0.201-0.400 and
0.401-0.600, which shows that the allocated loan has correlation with economic
security at rather low and medium levels,

4. The amount of loan funds approved for quality of life is seen through Chi-
Square test less than 0.05 and through Cramer’s V test less than 0.000-0.200 and
0.201-0.400, which denotes that the sum of money approved has correlation with

quality of life at low and rather low levels.
