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Abstract

The study of “The Role of Local Organization and People on Environmental
Problems: A Case Study of Mandarin Gardening in Amphoe Fang, Changwat Chiang
Mai” has the following objectives: 1) To study the environmental problems in the area
that plant mandarin, 2) To study the role of local organization and people in managing
the environmental problem in the area that plant mandarin, in the present and in the
future, and 3) To study factors constitute the management of environmental problems in
the area that plant mandarin in Amphoe Fang, Changwat Chang Mai.

In this study, the author studied Tambon administrative organization and
employed 395 samples in the area where plant mandarin. The tools of the study were
questionnaires and interview form. The result of this study found that the gender of the
samples was closely in the same proportion. 48.4 per cent of them were male and 51.6
per cent of them were female. The average age of them was 42 years old. The average
income is 2487.80 baht. Most of them had primary educational level and work as

employees. Each family contains average 4 members.



Most of the population had no position in any organization. 13.4 per cent of the sample
have positions in some organizations. The time range for the position was generally 3
years.

According to the interest in environmental problem news, the study found that
most of the samples were interested in the environmental problems in moderate degree.
The most frequent channel of the environmental problem news were television, radio
local newscast and neighboring/relatives. According to the perception and opinion of
the environmental problems in Amphoe Fang, the sample had good level of knowledge
in environmental problems.

According to the attitudes and opinion of the environmental problems, in general
people agreed with the environmental problems at high level. The average mean of the
questions are 57.26 which meant most of the people agreed that Amphoe Fang
encountered serious environmental problems.

As for the participation and role of local administrative organization and the
people in managing environmental problems, the average mean was 21.37, which
meant, most of the sample hardly participated in the managing of environmental
problems. Local administrative had no role in rectifying the environmental problems and
had no role in responding the environmental problems.

In the study of factors constituting to the people’s management of environmental
problem, the result of this study found that personal character like gender and education
had no influence to the environmental management while the personal character like
occupation and position in the community and organization influenced the

environmental management.
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
