ABSTRACT

The Objective of this study was to examine an effecftiveness of Participatory
Action Research process in promoting the habit in reading Lanna Language of Prathom
Suksa 3-6 Students, Wat Donkaew School,Office of Mae Wang District Primary Education,
Chiang -Mai Province. |

The focus of this study was on facilitating the participation of people in
Ban Nongyen village, i.e. the researcher, parents or guardians, Lanna language local
experts, and teachers at Wat Donkaew Schools, to help promote the habit in reading
Lanna language.

The processes of this Participatory Action Research inciuded 5 steps:
1} analyzing the cause of the problem: lacking of the habit in reading Lanna language;
2) selecting appropriate solutions for the problem; 3) planning appropriate activities:
4) conducting the planned activities; 5) assessing the achievement of the program

The results of this study were as follows:

1. Wat Donkaew school received a good cooperation from Ban Nong Yen

community;



2. despite their illiteracy in Lanna language reading, students' parents well
supported the program by promoting their children's reading habit and taking them to
seek assistance from local experts;

3. the language teachers adjusted their teaching strategy to suit the students
competency level:

4. the students themselves also attempted to improve their reading skills and
paid more attention in reading Lanna alphabets. Their achievement was evident in their
increasing reading and writing scores.

Nonetheless, the promotion of Lanna language reading habit did not gain a
complete achievement due to the limitation of time to practice their reading skills in the
level that is adequate for building up reading as a habit. In only one semester, the
students were able to read only at the alphabet level-the level of competence is not yet

adequate for promoting reading as a habit.
