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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to study the effects of participatory learning process
on Apayamukhu 4 on students’ solving problems thinking, Ban Mae Khue school, Doi Saket
district, Chiang Mai province. The subject was one class of 29 students of matthayom 2 in their
secona semester of 2003 academic year. Tools used in this research were {1) four plans in
participatory learning process in Apayamukha 4 of destruction with the total of 16 class
sessions (2) thinking evaluation form after participating in each class (3) two evaluation forms
for writing exercises for the teaching of the dpayamukha 4 of destruction after students leamed
the lessons and (4) observation record form (unspecific) for the participatory learning process.
The data was analyzed by arithmetic means, standard deviation, frequency, and percentage.
Then, all data were presented in descriptive writing,.

The results of the research were

1. The study of the effects of participatory learning process on Apayamukhu 4 on
students’ solving problems thinking, Ban Mae Khue school, Doi Saket district, Chiang Mai
province found that the overall problem-solving skilis in learning the lesson was good. Students

also had problem-solving thought on gangsters, women, gamblers, being with the bad group of



friend and the result was good with the average of 3.08, 2.80, and 2,70 respectively. For the
problem-solving of alcoholics was fair with the average of 2.32.

2. The results of evaluation on knowledge of four paths of destruction in the adverse
effects of the Apayamukha 4 and the positive effects of restraining selves from the
Apayamukha 4 were that students were able to write down the consequences of following the
Apayamukha 4 as followed: womanizers would be affected from loss of money, infected with
severe disease like AIDs, broken homes, fighting which caused other forms of crimes.
Alcoholics would have deteriorating health, lack of consciousness, loss of money, many kinds
of accidents, and fighting. Gamblers would lose money, die, or being the winner would create
more problems, poor result in study or even loss of respects from people in the work piace.
There were waste of money along with reprimand from friends. Being with the wrong group of
people would bring the bad future and by following the bad actions would lead ones to be
gangsters, womanizers, alcoholics and gamblers.

Students were able to pinpoint the effectiveness of restraining oneself from the
Apayamukha 4 of destruction as followed: would not be affected by the severe disease like
AlDs, become a good citizen, have good family, peaceful society, not waste money, have good
consciousness, not at risk for the bad effects of Apayamukha 4 of destruction. One also would
not be obsessed with unessential thing and would have a bright future. Crime rates, drug
addiction would be decreased. The country would be developed in a better way and people
would be loved and trusted by others.

3. The results of the unspecified observation from the four participatory learning
process were the steps of experiences, the reflected discussion, the holistic thought, and the
application of problem-solving were that the classroom and group atmosphere, activities from
the participatory learning, and the results of learning from students’ work, in general, were in

good scale.
