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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research was to study the use of habit forming process
in teaching to promote desired working characteristics of Mathayom 1 school students,
Kanlayanawat school, Amphoe Mueang, Khon Kean province. Population used in this
research was Mathayom 1, second semester, academic year 2546, Kanlayanawat school,
Amphoe Mueang Khon Kean in one classroom with 56 students, Instruments used
consisted of learning 16 unit fitled the promotion of habitual characteristics or desired
working — characteristics of students in accordance with 6 steps of habit forming process,
writing measurement reffecting desired working characteristics of students according to
Buddha teaching subject called “1Hibat4 “ and record book observing learning
behavious on habit forming process and “I Hibat 4” to promote desired working
characteristics of students. Data was analysed by Average standard Deviation and then
presented by descriptive tables. Research findings can be summarized as follows :

1. As for habitual characteristics or desired working characteristics of students
in accordance with 6 step§ of habit forming process, it was found that awareness stage,
as a whole, was at good level, systematic analysis thinking stage was at good level

appropriate practice forming stage was at good level, action stage was at good level,



evaluation stage was at very good level and working appreciation to practices was also
at good level. Therefore, testing habitual characteristics or desired working characteristics
according to habit forming process of students, as a whole, was at good level.

2. The result of writing reflecting desired working characteristics of students
according to Buddha teaching subject called ““I Hibat4” was that “Chanta” (satis faction),
as a whole, was at very good level, “Viriya” (Perserverance), as a whole, was at good
level, “Jitta” (determination), as a whole , was at good level and “Vimangsa” (evaluation),
as a whole, was also at good level. Testing writing reflecting desired working
characteristics of students according to habit forming process, as a whole, was also at
good level.

3. The result of observing learning behavious to promote desired working
characteristics according to habit forming process and “I Hibat 4” of Mathayom 1
students was that leaming behavious according to 6 steps of habit forming process, asa
whole, the students were interested in and understood every step because learning process
emphasired particepation and practices rather than subject matter. As for “I Hibat 4” as
the main principle promoting desired working characteristics of students, as a whole, it
was found that every student was able to make invention from bamboo and to evaluate

their own pieces of work and their friends correctly.
