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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to study drug prevention activities for students of
social studies teachers in Phraowittayakom School, Chiang Mai Province. The study group
was 7 social studies teachers and the sample group was 7 high school students. The study
method was to collect and present the information from the group discussion of social studies
teachers and students in form of an essay.

The results were as follows:

1. From the group discussion of social studies teachers, it was concluded that;

1.1 The teachers arranged the drug prevention activities in form of knowledge
dissemination such as providing additional inforrmation in each class and arranging the board
exhibition, the drug prevention campaigns such as holding the drug prevention parade and
essay competition, life skill reinforcement activities such as arranging the moral and ethics
camps and field trips. All activities were managed with the teachers’ consideration on the
convenience in providing knowledge, the appropriation of the subjects, the appropriation to
school condition and policy, and the students’ age.

1.2 According to the management of activities, the activities were arranged with
the cooperation of the social studies teachers and the students both inside and out side the
classroom following the school annual plan. The activities were also well prepared based on

the study from the curriculum and the lessons, for examples. The students were also provided



with the opportunity to participate mostly in working the activities out. Conducting the
survey on students’ opinion and attitude towards the activities and observing the behavior and
reaction of the participants were part of the evaluation.

1.3 In case of the advantages resulting from the activities, the students were
found to have more understandings about drugs more positively as they seemed want to avoid
drugs. The drug prevention activities considered to be the most practical and effective were
life skill reinforcement activities such as participating in the moral and ethics camps and field
trips.

1.4 The difficulties found during the activities management were that the lessons
and the knowledge about drugs were not relevant. Besides, there were not any effective
media and instruments useful for the demonstration. Inappropriacy of activities management,
and cooperation was another problem found.

2. From the group discussion of the students, it was concluded that;

2.1 The activities that the social studies teachers had arranged both inside and
outside the classroom as the students’ learning process were knowledge dissemination such
as providing additional information in each class and inviting the police officers to inform
about drugs, the drug prevention campaigns such as the anti-drug parade and making the
board exhibition on the “Anti-drug Day”. The students also enjoyed participating the self-
development activities such as the moral and ethics camps and field trips.

2.2 The students were willing to participate in all drug prevention activities
depending on one’s interest and aptitude.

2.3 From the students’ point of view, the drug prevention activities beneficially
furnished them with knowledge, understanding and awareness of disadvantages and how to
prevent themselves from drugs. The activities were, for examples, life skill reinforcement

activities such as arranging the moral and ethics camps and field trips.
