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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to study student- centered teaching and learning
provision in Social Studies for high school students at the Prince Royal’s College. The
populations were selected from 5 social studies teachers and 300 Mattayom Suksa 6 students
at the Prince Royal’s College in the second semester of the academic year 2003, The data
collecting instruments were questionnaires and interview forms. The data obtained were
analyzed by using mean, standard deviation, descriptive analysis and presented in table with
explanation. The findings were as follows:

1. According to teachers® point of view, learning activitics were arranged through
various process such as thinking process, group activities and authentic assessment was
implemented. The inconvenience, however, was the insufficiency of time and technological
devices to the whole amount of students.

2. According to the high school students’ opinion on managing learncrs-based
activities for social studies program, managing teaching and leaming activities, promoting
improvement from the activities, practicing ideas and imagination, using various teaching
methods, making progress during teaching and learning activities, enhancing learners’
creativity, improving attitude and state of mind, fostering learners to understand nature and to
conserve it, supporting learners to find extra experience besides the curriculum, enhancing

good human relations among each other, and supporting morals and ethics were all found to



be in a great degree. The learners’ suggestions were ordered as the following; giving learners
the opportunity to learn from their choices according to their interests and aptitude, and to get
experience besides the curriculum, and supporting them to get authentic experience outside

the classroom, having field trip, for example.
