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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this independent study were to study the conditions, problems, obstacles,
and suggestions on the implementation of the Basic Education Curriculum B.E.2544, and to
assess knowledge and understanding on the implementation of the curriculum. The population
were 88 personnels in Primary Schools in Thung Hua Chang District, Lamphun Province i.e. 19
administrator, 50 teachers in grade 1 and grade 4, and 19 chairmen of the school committees. The
data were collected through questionnaire. Its validity was analyzed by experts. The
questionnaire’s stability on knowledge and understanding was analyzed by cronbuch’s Alfa
correlation. The data were analyzed using frequency and percentage and presented in from
of tables and description.
The results were as followed :-
1. Conditions , problems , and suggestions of Curriculum implementation.
Situation analysis. Every school analyzed basic information and allowed school
committees to participate in the analyzing. The problem was the community’s knowledge lack on
how to analyze situations of the community. Suggestion on solving this problem was to train
school committees on situation analysis.
Planning for implementing the curriculum. Most schools planned to implement the

curriculum and allowed school committees to participate in doing the plan/academic projects. The



problem was teachers lacked skills on academic planning. Suggestion on solving this problem was
to support or train teachers on planning.

Implementation of the curriculum. Most teachers provided activities suitable to
student’s age and ability, based on student-centred approaches. School committees participated in
school activities. The problems were some teachers didn’t teach in their majer field. They also had
much extra work besides their teaching load.

Curriculum evaluation. Every schools evaluated the curriculum for the improvement and
development of the curriculum. The problem was schools lack of evaluation methods. Suggestion
on this problem was to provide training on evaluation methods suitable for school and core
curriculum.

2. Evaluation and understanding on the implementation of Basic Education
Curriculum B.E.2544. Comparing in three groups’ of knowledge and understanding in each aspect
of the implementation of Basic Education Curriculum B.E. 2544, the administrators’ was the mast,

the teachers’ and the school committees’ respectively followed.
