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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to study guidelines for promoting classroom research
conducted of primary school teachers in private school, Mueang Chiang Mai district. The sample
consisted of 217 teachers during academic year 2547 . The study Instrument was a set of rating
scale and open-end questionnaires then the data were analyzed through the application of
percentage, mean, standard deviation and frequency.

The results of the study revealed that promoting classroom research conducted of
primary school teachers were found at the high level in all area which can be concluded as
foliows;

1. Promoting in knowledges understanding. It was found that private school has shown
promoting knowledges understanding, and activities concerning orientation, policy, objective and
its roles in classroom research conducted of primary school teachers were found at the highest
level while seminar of guidelines for promoting classroom research were needed by teachers and
teachers have found this as the most efficiency and effective guidelines.

2. Promoting in resources. It was found that primary school has set knowledges
resources, internet and services to support knowledges finding, discussing, and experiences

expansion in classroom while study tools in promoting classroom research such as computer and



printer were needed by teachers. In addition, teacher informed that budget and fund allocating for
classroom research should be efficiency and effective guidelines.

3. Motivation for classroom research. It was found that private school has shown
promoting classroom research according to teachers desired while two classroom research from
views of teachers were focused on non-complex and less time consuming title, and title should be
consider as personal performance or as part of additional saraly, so that classroom research should

be efficiency and effective guidelines,
