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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this independent study on student’s participation in solid waste
management: the case study of Municipality School 5, Muang District, Lampang, are 1) to
explore the waste management methods employed by the students, and 2) to explore factors
contributing to the participation of solid waste management in Municipality School 5, Muang
District, Lampang. The data was collected from 120 students in Prathom 5 and 6, and 26 school
administrators, teachers, and head students who implemented the solid waste management in
Municipality School 5.

The study found that, Municipality School 5 used the activity or the programme as the
administrator’s tool to implement environmental policy in the school. The programme focused on
the participation of students, teachers, and any officials of all levels in the school. It also required
the students to be a central element for the corporation between the school and the family and the
community members. The administrators planned and administered the projects systematically
with proper assessment and monitoring process in place. The results of the assessment are then
used to improve the project further. Then, the school submitted the proposal for the programme to
apply for financial support from relevant agencies so that the implementation could achieve
efficiency and effectiveness that benefits the school, the students, and the communities. The solid
waste management of the Municipality School 5 was a great success that resulted from clear

environmental policy from the administrators. This created trusts among all members in the



school and was proved by students’ good attitude toward the environmental policy. It also led to
greater participation of the students and the communities in the environmental programme.
Besides, public and private sectors also provided substantial supports for the project of
Municipality School 5 in terms of training for technical knowledge and practicing, as well as
pushing for new projects that could benefit the communities. This eventually would improve
environmental awareness and the sense of ownership in the community to protect their

environment. However, the programme needed to be implemented seriously and constantly..
