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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were to study people participation in Forest Fire
Control and the influential factors towards people’s participation in Forest Fire Control at
Ban Ngamang, Tambon Maesap, Amphoe Samoeng, Changwat Chiang Mai.

The sample group was selected from 134 household leaders in the target area.
A set of questionnaires was used for data collecting. All data were analyzed by using
frequency distribution, percentage, average, and chi - square.

The study results showed that there were more males than females among 134
samples, and most of them were at the age of 41 — 50 years old. The highest
educational level of the majority attended primary school level, which was the
compulsory educational level at that time. Most samples were agriculturists, growing
garlic, rice and vegetables, and could earn about 1,001 — 2,000 baht a month.

1. People participation

The samples participated in forest fire control in terms of making forest fire
protection line, reconnoitering forest fire, reporting on forest fire, training forest fire
protection volunteer and fire control public relation at a moderate level.

2. Influential factors towards people participation

The influential factors towards people participation in forest fire control were

the residential period, frequency of received information , knowledge, understanding,



and activity attendance. The residential period, knowledge and understanding were
related to people participation in forest fire control with statistically significant level at
0.05, whereas the frequency of received information and activity attendance had no

relation to people participation in forest fire control.
