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ABSTRACT

This independent study is designed 1) to study problems and obstacles of Chiang Mai Inquiry
Officials in the child and juvenile inquiry according to special procedures for the child accused, 2) to
study the readiness of inquiry officers in such performance, and 3} to study the efficiency of their
performance. Questionnaires devised for data collection are distributed to 180 police officers
designated to this task and affiliated with the Chiang Mai Provinciat Police Headquarters.

The study results revealed that the problems and obstacles of Chiang Mai Inquiry Officials in
Juvenile Delinquency according to the New-Correct Code 2542 in relation to participatory inquiry
officers are found at low scale. Such problems are related to inconsistency between the workload and
the number of inquiry officers, to their communication to participate in the child and juvenile inquiry,
and to their readiness for their duty performance.

As regards equipment, device and venue in general, the inquiry officer encountered the
problems at medium scale. The problems and obstacles in question are related to the following,
which include communication, inquiry venue, Chang Phuak Police Station, Amphoe Muang Chiang
Mai Police Station, Ban Ping Chai Home, Chiang Mai Child Welfare Home, Fang District Police
Station, and equipment and supplies such as camera, tape recorder, etc.

Concerning the rules and regulations, and operation procedures, the problems and obstacles
are found at medium scale. Additionally, they include the budget allocation for inquiry officers
concerned, determination of three special inquiry measures--three years and over detention
punishment, bodily injury, and the case of suspicious child or juvenile asking for regulations and

orders applied to the inquiry process.



In view of the efficiency of special measure for children and youths, it is so far deemed
highly effective in various aspects. The advantage of investigation venue designated exclusively for
the case involving children and youths is that all the facts related to them are kept secret from the
public. Additionally, the application of such special measure for the damaged child or juvenile,
witness, or the accused, is overseen and conducted righteously. The so-called process allows their
relative, intimate friend, psychologist, or social welfare service official to be with them, thereby the

interrogated or investigated will feel free to disclose the facts to inquiry officers.
