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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to investigate knowledge and practice in food sanitation and the
relationship between knowledge and practice in food sanitation of food handlers at food stands,
at Aui — Tha market, Ton-Pao municipality, Sankamphang district, Chiang Mai province.
The population of this study was 25 persons. Data were collected using questionnaires which the
reliability of food sanitation knowledge questionnaire was 0.74 and the reliability of food
sanitation practice questionnaire was 0.79. The data were analyzed using mean, standard
deviation and Pearson product- moment correlation coefficient.

The results of the study indicated that the subjects had overall mean score of
knowledge in food sanitation at very good level (80.80+9.01). When each part of food sanitation
knowledge was considered, it was found that the knowledge in food and flavoring agents, food
contamination and personal hygiene were at very good levels whereas the knowledge in cooking
and selling places, and utensils and equipments were at good and moderate levels respectively.
The subjects had overall mean score of practice in food sanitation at good level (1.67+0.15).
Regarding the relationship between knowledge and practice in food sanitation of food handlers at

food stands, it was found that there was very low relationship.
