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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to study children’s satisfaction with lunch service in
elementary school level. The population was 58 from the sixth graders, Wat Suandok Elementary
School, Mueang Chiang Mai District, Chiang Mai Province, the second semester of the academic
year 2004. A questionnaire was used to collect data. The statistical procedures used to analyze the
data were frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation.

The results of the study indicated that the population had enough money to buy lunch,
and had knowledge about food and nutrition. 89.66 percentages of the population had reached the
standard of nutrition status. The satisfaction of children toward school lunch in the aspect of food
was at a fair level which include a combination with all five required food groups, the taste of
food, enough menu choices, colorful, food appearance, good smell, temperature, quantity, and a
variety of foods. In the aspect of equipment and dining utensils, the children’s satisfaction was at
a fair level; ventilation in the dining area, the adequate of light, space, chairs, and tables. For the
aspect of the school lunch personnel, the satisfaction was at fair level about the personnel had no

infection and skin diseases as well as on time in lunch service.
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
