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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study student’s English listening-speaking
abilities and word recognition of Preparatory level learners. The target group was 30 Grade 1/1
students who took the English listening-speaking course, at Pinkarattana school, Muang District,
Chiangmai province, during the second semester of the academic year 2004. The experimental
instruments were 6 the Natural Approach lesson plans which are 4 lesson plans of 3 periods and
2 lesson plans of 4 periods. Each period has 60 minutes. There are 20 hours altogether. The data
collection instruments were the English listening-speaking tests which were tested at the end of
every 2 lesson plans and vocabulary test which were tested after finishing every lesson plan.
The data obtained were analyzed for mean, percentage and standard deviation.

The findings of this research were as follows:

1. The students’ English listening-speaking abilities passed the pre-set criterion of
60 percent after learning through the Natural Approach.

2. The students’ English vocabulary knowledge passed the pre-set criterion of

60 percent after learning through the Natural Approach.
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
