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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to investigate the learning results of
Mattayomsuksa 5 students who studied the Thai local wisdom called the 10" month
festival through integrated language skills-based plans. The subjects of the study were 35
Matthayomsuksa 5 students at La-ai Pitthayanusorn School, Chawang District,

Nakhorn Srithammarat Province. They were studying in the Science-Math program in the
second semester of the 2004 academic year. The research instruments were four intergrated
language skill-based plans and an acheivement test. The plans were different in content.
That is the first plan concerned the legend of Nakhornsrithammarat. The second plan was
about going back to the 10" month festival in the past. The third plan was about
considering the people’s belief and the legend. The last plan was about continuing the festival’s
ceremony. The cheivement test was developed by following the concept of rubrics.

The results of such a test were calculated in order to find the mean and the standard
deviation of the total score of each skill in each plan.

The results of the study showed that students learning through the four
integrated language skills-based plan overally achieved the goal of the four language skills,

listening and watching, speaking, reading, and writing, at a good level. That is the overall



score of each skill in each plan was all at a good level. In the first plan, the legend of
Nakhornsrithammarat, the order of the skills ranked from the higher to the lower scores
was as the following: writing a conclusion, speaking to express feeling, listening and
watching, and reading. In the second plan, going back to the 10" month festival in the past,
the order of the skills ranked from the higher to the lower scores was as the following:
writing, reading, and listening. In the third plan, considering the people’s belief and

the legend, the order of the skills ranked from the higher to the lower scores was as

the following: reading, speaking, and writing a composition. In the fourth plan, continuing
the festival’s ceremony, the order of the skills ranked from the higher to the lower scores
was as the following: speaking to express opinions, writing to express opinions, reading,

and listening.
