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ABSTRACT

A detailed illustrated key to the identification of the spider families collected from Doi
Suthep-Pui National Park is provided. This key has been elaborated taking into account recent
changes in the composition of Southeast Asian families, such as the Clubionidae and the presence
of the Eresidae, Deinopidae and Cryptothelidae that have been recently recorded from forests at
different localities of Doi Suthep-Pui. The key is based on external morphological characters to
facilitate its use by non-specialists and includes 50 families; Liphistiidae, Atypidae,
Theraphosidae, Idiopidae, Ctenizidae, Nemesiidae, Hexathelidae, Dipluridae, Oecobiidae,
Filistatidae, Psechridae, Eresidae, Deinopidae, Dictynidae, Uloboridae, Oonopidae,
Tetrablemmidae, Pholcidae, Ochyroceratidae, Scytodidae, Salticidae, Stenochilidae,
Palpimanidae, Thomisidae, Sparassidae, Philodromidae, 'étenidae, Gnaphosidae, Corinnidae,
Miturgidae, Clubionidae, Liocranidae, Hahniidae, Hersiliidae, Agelenidae, Cryptothelidae,
Zodariidae, Oxyopidae, Amaurobiidae, Lycosidae, Pisauridae, Mimetidae, Mysmenidae,
