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ABSTRACT

This independent study investigated community participation in educational
management of Ban Mae Hae Nua School, Mae Chaem District, Chiang Mai Province. Sample
under study comprised 386 School board members, community leaders and representative members
from Tambon Administration Organization. Instrument used was a questionnaire with items asking
about essentials of the topic. Collected data were analyzed through applications of frequency and
percentage.

The findings were summarized as follows :

Most respondents revealed their participation in giving students suggestions in the
importance of furthering their study. Moreover, they attended the meeting on school financial
affairs and gave the work force help in developing the school. As for the nonparticipation, they
were: acquired learning resources within the community for instructional activities; examined the
yearly budget used by the school; arranged activities for the newcomers or outgoings personnel;

and worked on the school action plan.



With regard to the problems found in the study, they were: most students could not
understand Thai language and could read the language inadequately; insufficient budget; shortage
of teachers; and not enough school bus. Concerning the expressed recommendation, the above

problems should be solved realistically.
