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ABSTRACT

This independent study investigated financial and asset operation with regard to
supported budget of small schools attached to the Office of Chiang Mai Educational Service
Area 5. Population under study comprised 287 institutional administrators, financial and office
materials officers from the above schools in the 2005 academic year. Instrument used was a
questionnaire with items asking about essentials of the topic. Collected data were then analyzed
through applications of frequency and percentage.

The findings indicated that, in financial and asset operation, most respondents
performed their tasks correctly according to regulations of the Ministry of Finance. As for
problems found, some schools could not perform their tasks because there were no administrators
at work. Shortage of personnel and distant banks caused the delay in the task performance. Some
officers lacked of knowledge and understanding of new rules and regulations. All in all, most
subjects did perform their tasks correctly, What could be done is that responsible personnel
should acquire knowledge concerning financial and asset operation in the same frame of

reference.
