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ABSTRACT

This independent study aimed to study the attitude of Thai tourists towards tourism after
the Tsunami disaster in 6 provinces along the Andaman Coastline. Questionnaires were used to
collect data from 400 people. The data were analyzed by using descriptive statistics, i.e. frequency,
percentage, and mean.

The study found that the majority of respondents were single, female, aged 21-30 years
old with bachelor’s degree. They worked for private companies and had income Iess than 10,000
Baht a month,

Regarding the cognitive element of attitude, it revealed that most of respbndents had
never known about Tsunami at the first hand. They got accessed to the news regarding Tsunami
from television and believed that Tsunami was a natural phenomenon caused by severe earthquake
under the ocean.

For the affective element, it was found that most of respondents felt depressed and sad
towards the situation. The losses were resulted from the lacks of warning system and last news

reporting.



Moreover the study on behavior elements disclosed that most of respondents had never
been to 6 affected provinces after the Tsunami. For those who used to visit, they were reluctant to
come back because they were not so sure with the waming‘ system. However, the return of the
beauty of the natural beach might make them change their minds. In term of marketing promotion,
they thought that the discounted sales of package tours and room rates would help increase the

numbers of tourists in the affected areas.
