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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to study the development of environmental
movement and methods applied to environmental movement among stakeholders in Wiang Haeng
Mine Development Project. This qualitative research started with a review of documents,
concepts and relevant theories. Data collection was conducted through interviews, and non-
participant observation. Then data were categorized, interpreted and presented by qualitative
analysis and content analysis.

It was found that in the first stage of the development (before 2001), villagers were not
aware of the project because the information was not clear and compete. The project only focused
on benefits of the mine, therefore, the villagers did not fully comprehend the project. In the
second stage (at the end of 2002 up 2005), there was an emergence of environmental movement
and the Environmental Impact Assessment had also been studied. Villagers had more opportunity
to get through information of the project from networks. There was an informal cooperation
between villagers and networks that went against the project. The networks exchanged
knowledge, participated in activities, and cooperation in administrative tasks with the aim to
achieve the objective, which mainly focused on the dispute regarding the environmental of the

project. At present, in Wiang Haeng Mine Development Project was slowed down. Thus, the



government should have well-rounded information and various options to decide whether the
project should be developed, in order to gain more participation from the villagers and

stakeholders and to get the most effective development with the least effects to the environment.
