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ABSTRACT

This independent study is designed to study women’s role in local politics in San Klang Sub-
district, San Pa Tong District, Chiang Mai Province, and to study their knowledge and understanding,
and their participation in local politics in San Klang Sub-district, San Pa Tong District, Chiang Mai
Province.

Data for the study are based on written document, and on 400 sets of the questionnaire,
distributed to sampling cohorts in San Klang Sub-district, San Pa Tong District, Chiang Mai
Province. Results of the study turned out as follows:

1. Women have political role less than men;

2. Women have knowledge and understanding about Tambon Administrative
Organization at medium level; and personal factors have no impact on the level of such knowledge
and understanding; and

3. Women’s participation in the administration of Tambon Administrative Organization is
seen at medium level; and personal factors such as sex, age, education and occupation have

correlation with their participation.
