Last May, having just finished my last year at University, I decided to spend
months doing a job on farm in Australia. I had been working very hard. The final
examinations had taken a lot out of me and I thought the change would do me good. I
wrote to a cousin of my father who lived in Sydney to ask him if he could help me
find something. Several weeks after I had sent the letter I received a reply saying (5)
that a friend of his owned a large farm in Queensland and that he would be willing to
employ me for three or four months, starting in mid July, the mildest month.

As soon as I had read this letter I showed it to my parents. My father had
already agreed to help me with money. He thought my trip was good idea for two
reasons. First, lots of sunshine and physical work would be good for my health, (10)
and second, he did not want to lose touch with our Australian relations. By the time I
was ready to catch the plane I had a vast list of people to look up in Sydney,
Melbourne, Brisbane and Canberra.

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Passage ITI

Basketball was invented by Dr James A Naismith, at a YMCA training school
in Springfield, Massachusetts, USA in 1928. It is usually played indoors on a
rectangular court with a playing surface made of wood or rubber. At each end of the
court is the basket. It is a metal hoop which has a loose string net hanging from it
and is fixed to a blackboard. The hoop is three metres above the ground. ()

The object of the game is to put the ball in the opponent’s basket and score
points. The ball is round and weighs about 650 g. It has a grainy surface to make it
easier to hold. At each end of the court, there is an area called the three-second area.
At the three-second area is the free-throw line used for taking foul shots. The three-
point line which is an arc on the court around the base and across the middle of  (10)
the court is the centre circle which is where the game is started.

Starter at the game need to have a pair of training shoes and a P.E. kit.
Professional or club players have to wear matching vests and shorts and a number on
the front and back of their vest. There are ten players in a basketball team. A full
game is made up of two halves of twenty minutes each and a half-time break.  (15)
However, if the scores are level at the end of 40 minutes, and extra five minutes are
played until there is a result.

Basketball is a fast and exciting game because the players are always moving
and passing or dribbling the ball. The game starts with a jump-ball. The referee
throws the ball up and a player from each team jumps up and tries to tip the ball (20)
to one of his or her own team mates. Once the team has the ball, it has to try to shoot
the ball into the basket within thirty seconds or twenty-four seconds in professional
game. If it fails, the ball goes to the other team to start an attack from the side-line. It
then has ten seconds to move the ball over the centre line. If it fails, the ball goes to
the other team. A player who shoots the ball into the basket gets two points or ~ (25)
three if the shot is made from the three-point line. If a player is fouled, he gets a
free throw from the free-throw line. If he scores, he gets one point.

The time limit in the game makes it fast and free moving. A team coach can
give players a break by calling a time-out which can last up to a minute. The time-
outs can give the coach time to change the team’s tactics and take pressure off ~ (30)
the losing team.

2. Encourage the students to bend 9 wires that have the beads in them together like a ball,
