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ABSTRACT 

 The independent study has two objectives, they are,(1) to study Buddhist 
teachings which can be applied to the learning and teaching process and supportive 
activities for moral development for students in Buddhist School, group level II, 
(Prathom 4-6) and (2) to find out the alternative for learning and teaching process and 
supportive activities for moral development for the same following the Buddhist 
Schools strategy. Methology is on integration between documentary and fieldwork 
research. Sampling population are students in group level II, of Buttisobhon School 
and Anuban Chingmai School, total in 180. Tools of the research are the procees of 
observation the application of Buddhist teaching process and supportive activities for 
moral development and the questionairs for Dhamma application in daily live- 
valuations is frequency and percentile deviation.
 The study has revealed that, from the documentary, Buddhist Schools have 
applied Buddhist teachings into the learning and teaching process and supportive 
activities well in order to develop students in bodily, mental, intellectual aspects, 
making them equipted with knowledge and virtue, following the Thai ethical and 
culture, emphasising on Tri-Sikkha and Pannavuthidhamma as a base for student 
development. 
 For the part of the field work, Buddhist School in Muang District, Chiang 
Mai, have applied the Buddhist teaching in learning and teaching process and 
supportive activities for students’ moral development in the following ways, (1) for 
leaning and teaching process, students have applied the Buddhist teachings in their 
daily lives as follow; for the honest, the level is very good, for the tradition and 
culture, gratitude, discipline and sacrifice, the level is less and for the inspiration for 
knowledge, the level is under the set-up criteria (2) for supportive activities, the 
schools provide various kinds of activities such as praying before the class, Dhamma 
camp, to ordain students in the summer vacation, and celebration of Buddhist and 
national holidays. etc.
    



The Suggestion by the researcher is that the appropriate alternative for 
Buddhist Schools is to emphasize more on systematic thinking, and to provide more 
on the activities that can be applied in daily life aptly by which student enable to 
understand the true Buddhist teachings and make them applicable
