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ABSTRACT

This independent study investigated academic affairs administration of primary
schools in academic development network, Mae Hong Son Province. Population under study
comprised 11 school administrators and 95 teachers who were in active duty at the above schools
during the 2006 academic year. Instrument used was a questionnaire with items asking about
essentials of the topic. Collected data were then analyzed through applications of frequency and
percentage

The findings were summarized as follows :

With regard to academic affairs administration of aforementioned school, the tasks
performed were : having teachers and school board meeting concerning the making of
curriculum; worked on lesson plans and teaching activities with stress on student-centered;
arranged for collegial supervision activities; and set up procedure for school’s measurement and
evaluation. But there were tasks that were not fully performed. They were : appointed
committee for school curriculum administration; planned learning and teaching activities
together by teachers and students; and organized training in measurement and evaluation for
teachers and related personnel. As for uncertain outcomes, they were : gathered data and
information relating to school academic affairs administration; prepared instructional notes every

time after teaching; analyzed data from teaching observations; and arranged for various papers



and texts concerning measurement and evaluation for teachers. With respect to the problems
found, they were : teachers lacked knowledge and understanding in curriculum administration;
shortage of teacher and inadequate teachers for each group of subject matters; lack of
knowledgeable personnel in supervision; and teachers’ evaluation were not corresponding to
curriculums subject matters. It was suggested that there should be fraining in curriculum
development for teachers. Moreover, teacher’s position should be filled according to the field of
subject matters. Knowledgeable lecturers in supervision should be invited. And measurement

and evaluation should be perforined in accordance with curriculum’s subject matters,
