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ABSTRACT

The objestives of this research were to study voting behavior in terms of 1) factors
concerning candidates’ personal charactcristfcs that affected the voting 2) reasons to go the poll
and 3) the acquisition of electoral information.

Quantitative data were obtained from 340 electors by using a close-ended questionnaire.
Data were processed through the SPSS for Windows program. Statistical analysis involved
frequency, percentage, and mean.

The findings were:

1) Factors about the candidates affecting the voling were their local political
experiences, past contributions to the municipality, morals, and ethics.

2) Reasons for going to the poll were to promote democracy, to abide the law, and to be
a good citizen. Reason for not going was no candidates had made any contributions to the
municipality.

3) Sources of electoral information were the candidates’ posters and leaflets and

broadcasting tower in which the respondents were not much interested.
