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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to compare the English reading comprehension and
attitude towards the English learning before and after being taught through the story-impression
and Self — questioning of Learners The subjects were 40 Matthayom Suksa 2 students taking
the second year of the third level at Pathanbantipittaya school, Lamphun .They were divided into
two groups. Each group consisted of 20 students .The first group used story impression
technique, and the second group used self — questioning of learners technique. They were tested
their reading comprehension and attitude towards learning English before and after learning
through the story-impression and self — questioning

The findings were as follows:

1. The students’ English reading comprehension of the first group using story
impression was higher than the second group using self — questioning

2. The students’ attitude towards learning English of the first group using story

impression was higher than the second group using self — questioning , and at good level.
