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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were 1)to learn how the integrated curriculum and
instruction provision organized, 2) to study about the problems of this provision for
students in prathom suksa 3 at Anubanlamphun School, Lamphun province and 3) to
study the students’ abilities in using the skills learned from this integrated curriculum
and instruction provision in real life situations. Ten prathom suksa 3 teachers teaching
various subjects were the population and 12 students of the same level were
purposively selected to be in the focus group. This study involved the collection of
data using the Analysis of Curriculum and Instruction Provision Form along with
questionnaires for teachers, observations, interviews and conversations. Data were
compiled and analyzed to show the frequencies, proportions, means and standard
deviations. Data from interviews, observations and focus group discussion were
synthesized and presented in a descriptive manner.

The results of this study were as follows :

1. Integrated curriculum and instruction provision for prathom suksa 3 students of
Anubanlamphun School was done through many models of integration but the parallel

model by which more than two instructor planned the lessons and simultaneously



taught related content in their own classes. The lessons were organized around the
three topics adopted from the Ministry of Education, i.e., “Electricity” from the Green
Classrooms Project, “savings” from the Value of Money Project, and “Pride in Our
Selves and Community” from the Sufficiency Economy Project. Learning activities
emphasized knowledge connections, thinking skills and meaningful experiences to be
applied in students’ daily lives. The activities mostly found were investigation,
experiment, discussion, experiential learning, and project method. Students’ roles of
participation and responsibility for their groups and their own selves were promoted.

2. Few problems were found. These included inadequate learning space or
supplementary classroom, and instructional media.

3. Students were able to apply their knowledge and skills gained from this
curriculum and instruction provision in their daily lives. They could relate and
construct knowledge. They participated happily in the learning activities, recognized the
importance of self-value, value of work and functions, and the responsibility for

themselves, friends, community, society and the nation.
