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ABSTRACT

In coronary artery disease (CAD) patients, the less they can control the risks of
disease, the more they can develop progression and complications of disease. The purpose of this
descriptive study was to describe the perceived susceptibility of disease progression in CAD
patients. The purposive sample consisted of sixty-eight of CAD patients; aged rang from 18-60 years,
who were attended in Special Medical Service Center, Chiang Mai University. Data were collected
by using the perceived susceptibility of disease progression questionnaire that developed by the
researcher based on Rosenstock’s Health Belief Model and literature review. The perceived
susceptibility of disease progression questionnaire was approved by three experts and the content
validity index was 0.90, the reliability using Cronbach’s alpha coefficient was 0.83. The data
were analyzed using descriptive statistics.

The findings of this study showed that CAD patients had a high level of perceived
susceptibility of CAD progression (§ = 67.06, S.D. = 6.18). The results of this study could be
use in the provide database to develop a guideline to change behaviors of CAD patients by

perceived susceptibility of disease progression.
