Abstract

The main objectives of this study were firstly, to compare the contextual factors
concerning the poverty and democracy of Ban Nong Sae and Ban Phrathat and the national
poverty and democracy. The second objective was to study the relationship between the poverty
level and level of understanding of Democracy among the people. The last objective was to study
the relationship between poverty and people’s political participation at Ban Nong Sae and Ban
Phrathat, Mae Faek Sub-District, San Sai District, Chiang Mai Province.

The data was gathered by systematical random selection from 240 villagers of Ban Nong
Sae and Ban Phrathat, Mae Faek Sub-District, San Sai District, Chiang Mai Province using
questionnaires and informal interviews, with descriptive statistics in terms of frequency,
percentage, mean, median and norm as well as analysis to find the relationship of various types of
poverty and information on the people’s understanding about democracy and political
participation using the comparison of mean.

The study found that the villagers of the two villages were in poverty. Their income did
not meet their expenses. Their education was low. They were in debt and did not have any
savings. Most of them lacked political participation, especially, those activities that affected their

living which was relatively the same as in the national poverty and democracy context.



According to the study on the relationship of poverty and understanding of the
democratic system, it was found that the people’s understanding of democracy was not different
with regard to the poverty levels.

For the study on relationship between the poverty level and political participation, it was
found that the population in the extreme poverty group and those in the overall poverty group had
less participation in the political activities than those from the poverty risk group. In other words,

the level of political participation depended on to the income level.
