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ABSTRACT 
 

The objectives of this study are 1) to study the development of Chinese language 
teaching in the graduate study level of Chiang Mai and Chiang Rai 2) to study the international 
relationship role between Thailand and China on the Chinese language teaching in the graduate 
study level of Thailand 3) to study the Chinese language teaching situation in the graduate study 
level of Thailand presently, particularly in Chiang Mai and Chiang Rai. The study is the 
qualitative and the explanation study. The data collected through the documentary reviewing and 
the field study. Structure in-depth interview is used to collect the data from the sample group both 
Thais and Chinese interviewees.  

The findings reveal that the Chinese language teaching in the graduate study level of 
Chiang Mai and Chiang Rai initiated after the official establishment of the diplomatic relationship 
between Thailand and the Peoplejs Republic of China. The teaching in the two provinces has 
been developed rapidly. Having smooth relationship between the two countries is a significant 
factor on the language teaching promotion. Apart from the support of the Thai government, the 
Chinese language teaching in Chiang Mai and Chiang Rai got the support from Chinese 
government due to the Thai-Chinese agreement, both between the central government and the 
local government.  
 The significant problems of the Chinese language teaching in Chiang Mai and Chiang 
Rai are 1) the lack of the continuation of each level in the course; the kindergarten, primary, 
secondary and graduate levels start to teach in the same basic pattern 2) the lack of the standard 
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monitoring system of the Chinese language course 4) the lack of the administrators of the Chinese 
language curriculum in the graduate study level 5) graduates have not enough knowledge and 
skill to work practically. 
 According to the study, it is suggested that the government should take a real action on 
the promotion on the issue. The standard system should be arranged by the central system. The 
teaching curriculum should be arranged to agree with the changed social, economic, and political 
situation and all the course level should link together in the same system which will be able to be 
measured and assessed in the same standard. There should also be more budget to support the 
lecturers in the graduate study level on sending them to further their study in China.
