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ABSTRACT

This independent study intends to investigate school effectiveness characteristics
attached to schools in the Office of Lamphun Educational Service Area 2 in the following
issues:1) Levels of school effectiveness characteristics 2) the comparison of the levels of school
effectiveness characteristics based on the school sizes 3) the correlation among the variables
studied 4) the beta-weights of the factors of the administration and the educational management
that affect the school effectiveness characteristics. The samples were 83 school administrators
affiliated to the Office of Lamphun Educational Service Area 2 and selected by Stratified Random
Sampling. The instrument used in collecting the data was the questionnaires inquiring about the
school effectiveness characteristics (S.E.C.) and the factors that are related to the school
effectiveness characteristics. Data analysis was done by finding the Mean, Standard of Deviation,

One-way ANOVA, Correlation and Multiple Regression Analysis.

The findings were



1. Schools affiliated to the Office of Lamphun Educational Service Area 2 have
high level of school effectiveness characteristics, which can be arranged from the highest to the
lowest respectively; namely, process, output, context and input.

2. Small, medium and large schools affiliated to the Office of Lamphun
Educational Service Area 2 possessed different and statistically insignificant level of school
effectiveness characteristics.

3. The correlation between the factors of administration and educational
management of every pair is at moderate level and has positive direction. The correlation between
the factors of administration and educational management with the school effectiveness
characteristics of every pair is at moderate level and has positive direction. After being analyzed
by using the Multiple Regression Analysis, it was found that the Co-efficient of Multiple
Correlation of the 5 factors of administration and educational management and the school
effectiveness characteristics is at the high level with statistical significance at the level of .01

4. The Beta-Weights of the five factors of the administration and educational
management that affect the school effectiveness characteristics can be arranged from the most to
the least respectively: factor of the teaching behavior of the teachers, the school atmosphere, the
quality of strategic plan, the participation of the community in managing the education, what
expected from schools by the local people. The first two factors affected the school effectiveness
characteristics with statistical significance at the level of .01 while the remaining factors affected
the school effectiveness characteristics but without statistical significance. The five factors can
mutually explain 59.40 per cent of the school effectiveness characteristics with statistical
significance at the level of .01

5. The Beta-Weights of factor of Administration and educational management
selected as good factors that can be utilized in predicting the school effectiveness characteristics
can be arranged from the most influence to the least. The three factors are the teaching behavior
of the teachers, the quality of strategic plan, and the school atmosphere; the teaching behavior of
the teachers and the school atmosphere affected the S.E.C. with statistical significance at the level
of .01 which the quality of strategic plan did with the statistical significance at the level of .05.
The three factors mutually explained 58.30 per cent of the school effectiveness characteristics

with statistical significance at the level of .01
