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ABSTRACT

This study aims to study the teachers’ utilization of satellite television in schools
attached to Chiang Mai Educational Service Area 2. The samples were 191 teachers, who used
satellite televisions in their teaching, of schools attached to Chiang Mai Educational Service Area
2. The data collection tools were observation and questionnaire. The data was analyzed by
frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation, and presented by description and table.

From the study on teachers’ utilization of satellite television in schools attached to
Chiang Mai Educational Service Area 2, it was found that, in the overall picture, 88.16 % of
teachers complied with the teaching process. They prepared the readiness before watching
teaching programs via televisions and watched teaching programs with students. Students
participated in activities by following the TV programs simultaneously. After watching the TV
programs, most teachers summarized lessons learnt from the TV programs, added questioned
issues, and assigned students activities related to lessons.

With regard to roles and responsibilities of teachers, it was found that, in the overall
picture, teachers acted in accordance with roles and responsibilities on teaching via satellite at the
high level. In terms of each aspect, the implementation of each aspect was at the high level.
However, teaching plan preparation, basic knowledge on television utilization, teaching equipment,
assignment to students on studying textbooks in advance, supporting students to ask questions

and send their works to the original station were at the moderate level.
