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Abstract

This research studied lifestyles of graduate students of Faculty of Business
Administration, Chiang Mai University in 3 aspects: their activities, interests, and opinion. The
data was collected by using questionnaire distributed to 491 graduate students from this faculty.
Statistics used in analyzing the data were factor analysis and cluster analysis.

From the study it could be concluded that there are 6 types of lifestyle among graduate
students at Faculty of Business Administration: 1. Cyber Hi-Tech group. Students in this group
like to go out, go shopping, and surf the Internet. However, they are serious in work and school
success. They accept new technology in their work. They are family-oriented and are planners. 2.
Reserved group. Students in this group do not pay attention to fame, position or status products.
They do not like to go out or go shopping. They are not very interested in news or politics and are
not very sociable. They like to be at home and they are health-oriented and conservative. 3.
Work-crazy business people group. Students in this group do not pay a lot of attention on family.
They are very self-confident and are in trend in terms of products and services. They enjoy
investing in the stock market, are crazy about their work and interested in politics. 4. Fashionable
but not into school group. Students in this group like trendy products and technology, fashion,
beauty and expensive products. They have sophisticated taste. 5. Fun-loving and anti-society

group. Students in this group like to go out, go shopping, sleep and surf the Internet. They are not



interested in politics or community activities. 6. Self-indulgence and anti-success group. Students
in this group are not interested in new things/technology or success. They are not serious about

work or school, and are not confident. Their interests are politics, night life and sports.
