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ABSTRACT

This study is designed to study both the role and participation of the community
committee group in setting municipality management process policy. The data were gained by an
interview with 24 persons including municipality committees as well as local government
officers. Other data sources are related documents, researches, law, regulations and official

circulars on policy and role of community committees.

The study found that, in setting management process policy, the position of the
committees is more important than personal qualifications such as gender, age, educational level,
economics and professions. This means the community chairman has greater role than other
committees who are of lower position. The committees only involve in policy process planning
and follow-up while other officers perform the operation. The community committee role should

be promoted in order to create sustainable municipality development.

The problems and obstacles in policy setting are unqualified personnel as well as the lack
of budget and technology transfer preparedness. More support and cooperation from related
government agencies is required in order to promote participation of local people and entail

perfect municipality development.
