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ABSTRACT

A HINI influenza is a re-emerging dangerous infectious disease that is one of the
most serious and important diseases that affects the heath of human and induce to national crisis.
The participation of the community could prevent and control the spread of the disease. The
purpose of this descriptive study was to investigate the knowledge, roles and participation in
prevention and control of the pandemic influenza. The sample of this study consisted of 173
public health volunteers at Pa Ngew sub-district, Si Satchanalai district, Sukhothai province. The
instrument used was a questionaire developed by the researcher based on a literature review,
which consisted of knowledge and attitude on the disease, as well as roles and participation for
prevention and control measures. The content validity was .96 and data collection were analyzed
by descriptive statistics.

The result showed that the health volunteers had an average score of knowledge and

attitude on the disease at the good level ( X = 2.81, 2.76) respectively. Also it was found that the

sample had the roles and participation in prevention and control disease at good level. ( X = 4.37)

As for the material support, management and knowledgeable information exposure. 100% of the



sample retrieved health information and more importantly 62.7 % of the sample through training

courses by medical personels.
