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ABSTRACT

The Thai Khun of Chiang Tung and San Pa Tong, Chiang Mai have the relationship in
the past. Although the Thai Khun of San Pa Tong has a different way of life from the Thai Khun
of Chiang Tung, the architecture of house, the belief and tradition are similar. For example the
belief of house spirit or the god of house is like a guardian protecting home and the persons in
family from danger and bad things.

The San Pa Tong Thai Khun’s houses are divided into two parts the same as the Thai Khun’s
house of Chiang Tung ; there are two areas called “Outer part” and “inner part” used to live in
daytime and nighttime in respects.

The study of Thai Khun ’s house architecture in this research is limited just only 30
houses; 15 houses from Chiang Tung Thai Khun and 15 houses from San Pa Tong Thai Khun.

The Chiang Tung houses are covered Aeong Mueang Lang, Aeong Doi Hlong and Aeong

Kad Fa.



Apart from San Pa Tong houses are covered Baan Tont Hean Luang , Baan Ton Haen
Noi, Baan Ton Sak and Baan Ton Kork.

The data of this study is concerned about house style, the belief or the tradition
concerning Thai Khun’s houses. Then compare the data of the two Thai Khuns in different ways
and the similar ways. The data are analyzed to see the development of house architect, the belief
as well as their adjusting according to environment and ages.

Nowadays, the Chiang Tung Thai Khuns have the value of building new houses. Most
people like to build houses in modern styles and materials accordance with social change that
develops a public utility continuously. However, The San Pa Tong Thai Khun realize the value
and importance of old tradition so they conserve Thai Khun ’s architecture as the old condition.

In brief, from the study showing development of society that is any society reaches to the

high peak of development, the people will come back to their root and origin.
