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ABSTRACT

This independent study was aimed at examining the management of the Child
Development Center of Ban Luang Tambol Municipality, Chom Thong District, Chiang Mai
Province. Key informants comprised 200 Center Committee members and parents in the 2010
academic year. They were asked to respond to the questionnaire containing items relevant to the
topic under study. Collected data were analyzed using percentage and frequency.

Findings were as follows :

Most respondents were of the opinion that Center personnel were polite and nice. But
their number did not match that of children under their care. More should be recruited especially
those with proper and relevant educational background and credentials. They felt the Center’s
environment should be improved and made favorable to the children’s overall development. The
most cited problems, according to them, were crowded rooms and space, lack of outdoor shaded
areas and standard size playgrounds.

As regards academic and curriculum activities it was recommended that more budget
for academic matters promotion be urgently allocated instructional media, innovation and

learning resources sought in order to more effectively promote the children’s development.



As far as the community participation aspect was concerned, the majority of respondents opined
that community members should be encouraged more to participate in the Center’s affairs via

regularly held meetings and joint activities between the Center and community.
