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ABSTRACT

This independent study was aimed at examining the student affairs performance of
Mae Sariang “Boripat Suksa” School, Mae Hong Son Province . Those providing needed
information were 67 school administrators and teachers in the 2010 academic year. They were
asked to respond to the questionnaire containing items relevant to the topic under examination.
Collected data were subsequently analyzed using percentage and frequency.

Findings were as follows :

Most respondents reported that disciplinary, moral and ethical training periods had
been set aside every week ; moral and ethical camping activities weekly organized participated by
followers of all faiths ; a homeroom period per week and a parents meeting at least per semester
organized ; student committees based on general and standard rules elected and certain student
committee members chosen to work on democracy ; democracy promotion teachers responsible
for promoting students to work in group appointed ; etc. A small number of respondents
recommended that activities promoting discipline morality and ethics be organized and made
interesting and attractive ; rule-violating students seriously punished ; teachers in general pay
more attention to student care and assistance matters ; and activities promoting democracy within

school continuously organized.
