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ABSTRACT

The Cultural Mapping Design thesis focusing on the application of Data
Visualization knowledge with the study on the way of life in Kad Luang community Chiang Mai
province which has a unique cultural diversity and long history. Study on way of life in the area
are include designing, editing and evaluating the information in each time frame into in order to
create “The Cultural Mapping”

Methodology processes are research and survey of the Kad Luang Community. The
objective data collection is the localization of the buildings, stores, and roads. The subjective data
collections are the core value and belief of people in the community. The Mapping processes
were classified into 3 steps 1) Heritage Mapping 2) Community Mapping which were specified
into 5 parts i.e. Waroros Market, Ton Lam Yai Market, Municipality Market, and ‘Lao Jo’ Alley
and 3) Identity Mapping). These 3 steps are the semiology process of design to create the cultural
awareness of the way of life in Kad Luang community and satisfaction of the map users.

The concept of cultural mapping design is need to concomitant with education.
Cultural being of community because the community information is the component relational
data of human, animals, objects, architectures, politics, traditional beliefs, religions, and the
utilization of community area that lead to the necessity of physical data sequence and intangible

data about social belief value which express the local identity.



Finally, the presentation has focus on the relationship and diversity within the
community. The designer has presented the data from the analysis of historical and administrative
aspect, local area usage, shop stores, various significant area and demographic information
concern with the immigrants which become the population in the Kad Luang community
nowadays. The data set has affected the experience of map user in the sense of visual cultural
perception. The cultural context process leads to the perception of users both in functional and

emotional dimension and also the awareness of the valuable belief in Kad Luang Community.
