Independent Study Title The Efficiency of Crowd Control Operation and Riot Suppression

of the Police in Amphoe Mueang Chiang Mai

ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to study factors influencing crowd control operation
and riot suppression of the police; the efficiency of crowd control operation and riot suppression of the
police; and problems and obstacles of crowd control operation and riot suppression of the police in
Amphoe Mueang Chiang Mai. It was a quantitative study employing questionnaires as an instrument
to collect data. The subjects consisted of 263 government police officers of the Police Stations within
the area of Amphoe Mueang Chiang Mai. The results could be summarized as follows:

1. The police had a certain level of crowd control operation and riot suppression. This
was because the police officers were not able to enforce the law and measures of crowd control
operation and riot suppression with the mob. Moreover, the police officers lacked knowledge and
understanding in the law, measures and policies of crowd control operation and riot suppression. The
related training was also minimal and the weapons as well as the devices and equipments were
inadequate and out of date.

2. Interms of the efficiency of crowd control operation and riot suppression of the police,
it was found that the police officers were able to protect the safeguarding security of the society as
well as life and prosperity while they were not able to perform the psychological operation with the
crowd and the rioters as they were offensive and unresponsive with the police’s plead. Furthermore,
arresting persons who were riot and broke the law was relatively burdensome and lagging since there
were a number of disorderly crowd of people. The crowd also smuggled weapons and dangerous

objects into the mob and denied of any cooperation of the police.



3. With respect to problems and obstacles of crowd control operation and riot
suppression of the police, it revealed that the limitation of being the large tourism city with the high
density of population caused the crowd control operation full of hardship. The police manpower was
insufficient for the operation. There was no regional administration center exactly responsible for
crowd control operation and riot suppression resulting to the delay compliance of policy and
instructions. Finally, the co-ordination system and associate networks were restrained and lacked

unity in their operation.
