ABSTRACT

This research was to study the process of transferring knowledge on weaving work
of the community and the factors affecting the transferring process. The researcher chose Ban
Don Luang, Mae Raeng Sub-district, Lamphun Province, as the site for the information
collection. The research employed qualitative approach in which the researcher collected the
information herself through observation, interview, noting of the occurring events, focus
group discussion, and the participatory community analyzing process. The collected
information was checked out for the validity, classified, and presented in form of analytical
description along the conceptual framework set for the study. The findings are as follows:

Traditionally, the transfer of knowledge on hand-weaving was done since the target
person was a child who was involved into the process as an assistant who observed and tried
by him/herself. The learning occurred formally and informally within the family from one
generation to the other. The goal of weaving was to produce cloth for domestic use and for
social exchange. Later when weaving was aimed at trading, there was some group forming in
which members could transfer knowledge on hand-weaving among themselves. The factors
affecting the transferring process at the present included social capital on the knowledge
which was the wisdom transmitted from the ancestors. Later when weaving was aimed at

selling, groups were formed and knowledge was exchanged among the group members.



Market demand had opened for the opportunity of income making. The state support came in.
Marketing and new production technology had put the hand weaving products back into

market demand.
