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ABSTRACT

This study was to develop the Buddhism strand learning plans using case study to
promote analytical thinking skills of Mathayom Suksa 1 students at Wat Aranyaram School, Mae
Tha District, Lamphun Province. The target group was composed of 7 assessors of the learning
plans which included 1 superintendent, 3 teachers with experiences in using case studies for
teaching social studies, religion, and culture strands at secondary school level, and 2 teachers with
experiences in integrating desirable characteristics in to promote their analytical thinking skill.
The instrument used included 4 forms for assessing the learning plans. The data were analyzed in
terms of mean and standard deviation. The findings reveal that all of the 4 plans, namely, Plan 1 —
eager to learn, Plan 2 — appreciate other people’s assistance, Plan 3 — be honest, and Plan 4 — push
for unity, were rated at of very high quality on the aspects of setting up the learning standard,
learning objectives, contents, learning substances, learning process, integration of desirable
characteristics to promote analytical thinking skill, media and learning resources, thinking

methods, and evaluation.
