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Abstract

A Study of “Conservation and Revitalization Management of Tung Dharma Luang at Ban
Wang Mho, by Public Participation” has an objectives to study a on community social and cultural
context including a history, process and problems which might be occurred during Tung Dharma
Luang Revitalization process and to present the model on a management of Tung Dharma Luang
Revitalization Through a Community Participation Approach at Wat Wang Mho, Amphoe Mueang
Lampang. A study used an interviews and focus group techniques to receive their opinion and used it
for a search of conservation techniques as well as revitalized them to reach the successiveness and
reach the goals in a present time.

The study result showed that a format and process on conservation and revitalization of
Tung Dharma Luang ceremony of Wat Wang Mho community, Mueang District, Lampang Province
should have a participation of all people on planning and setting the ceremony to maintain the values
of Tung Dharma Luang ceremony including inculcate them and the young generation to have a
participation on a conservation and a continuation a valuable custom as well as a rites of the

ceremony to reach its sustainability. Furthermore, it should be some manipulation on the details to



suit with a present conditions as well as a requisition on local governmental sectors and private
sectors to enter a participation on an extra activities to stimulate the nearby community to enter the

next Tung Dharma Luang ceremony.
