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Abstract
The objective of this research was consisted of 1) the survey on the Problems on the
Agricultural Land Law of the Farmers in San Pa Tong district, Chiangmai province, 2) the study
on the Training Requirement of the Agricultural Land Law of the Farmers in San Pa Tong
district, Chiangmai province, and 3) the study on the problems, obstacles and recommendation on

the Agricultural Land Law of the Farmers in San Pa Tong district, Chiangmai province.

The sample population was composed of 367 farmers in the San Pa Tong district,
Chiangmai province. The data collection method was carried out through the usage of
questionnaires; and the statistical analysis was aimed at the frequency value, the average value,

the minimum value and the maximum value, as well as the standard deviation (SD) value.

According to the study, it was found that 61% of the sample population was male gender
with the average age of 50 years old; and 39.8% of the sample population had finished the 4"
grade of education. Amongst the farmers, 44.1% had the land possession in term of Land Deeds
on the area average of 5.25 Rai. The average income was 78,162 Baht per year. Most of them had
very little knowledge on the Agricultural Land Law. The farmer’s problem was on the lack of

understanding about the documentation preparation, including the shortage of knowledge on the



expenses for paper works in order to obtain the possession right on the land. Actually, they did
not know the operating procedures for getting hold of the land through paper works. In fact, they
became confused in the legal matters such as the various contracts and the legal documents.
Hence, the farmers wanted to have the training on the operating procedures for obtaining of the
land possession through paper works together with the legal knowledge on the making of contract
and agreement. The requirement would be most excellent fulfilled by the staft of the Land Office;
and the training program would be best on the demonstration strategy in addition to the land

problems so that the farmers would be able to understand the better.

The recommendation for the farmers was that the land legal training should be performed
in the village where the farmers resided. The farmers would be delighted to learn all the legal
procedures for their own benefits; and with the increasing of knowledge from the training, the
farmers would be able to apply and to adapt the training knowledge to their own way of life on

the daily basis.
