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Abstract

The objective of the thesis is to study the methods used to create Buddhist follower

within the forest tradition in the province of Sakon Nakhon. In total there are three objectives.
1. The methods used to create Buddhist to follower within the forest tradition in the province of
Sakon Nakhon. 2. Analysis of methods used to develop Buddhist follower. Specifically within
the forest tradition concerning the actual practice of meditation in the province of Sakon Nakhon.
3.To analyze the structure and methods in the creating of Buddhist as a follower within the forest
tradition in the province of Sakon Nakhon.

The results from research shows that the methods used in the creation of Buddhist
follower within the forest tradition in the province of Sakon Nakhon show that there are two steps
which must be followed. First, New people before coming to be ordained into the order must first
undergo a trial period in the temple as a "Pahkow" (a layperson dressed in white living in the
temple). Also this is to allow one the Pahkow to begin a practice and develop the ways of being a
monk before becoming ordained. Second, Monks or novices having ordinations from other

provinces must first attain permission before staying on to practice.



Therefore the methods used in creating of Buddhist follower are to give a presentation
on the monastic etiquette and ways of practice. Each different monastery gets its own specific
procedure in presenting the way of practice. This applies to one who is already ordained as a
student in the linage of Ajahn Mun. This is done to present and to teach students the correct way
in which to develop ones practice. The teaching of Vipassana Kamathana is the responsibility of
the Senior monks (Buddhist Masters). They also give their time to answer students questions.
Training is given from the very beginning as a "Pahkow" all the way up to a fully ordained monk.
This is to ensure that the monks are of a good standard. Following this procedure will ensure that
the follower in the forest tradition as a movement in Sakon Nakon will carry on to maintain its

quality and good standard.
