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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were 1) to study types of methods or activities in promoting
students’ basic democracy traits in distinguished elementary schools, Chiangmai province for in
and out of class activities, and 2) to study teachers’ roles in promoting students’ basic democracy
traits for in and out of class activities and student development activities in the distinguished
elementary schools. The population of this study were 1) eight Prathom Suksa 4 teachers of
Watchangkian School, 2) two teachers responsible for Anuban Chiangmai School’s “Five
committees” Project and one teacher responsible for Watchangkian School’s Democracy Project,
3) forty-two Prathom Suksa 4 students of Watchangkian School and 4) twenty-five students of
Watchangkian’s school democracy project. The samples of this study were ten Prathom Suksa 4/2
teachers of Anuban Chiangmai School, and thirty-eight Prathom Suksa 4/2 of Anuban
Chiangmai School using purposive sampling method. This study was conducted during the
first semester of the academic year 2012. The instruments used in this study consisted of
1) an observation form about in and out of class activities, 2) an observation form about student
development activities, 3) an interview form for Prathom Suksa 4 teachers, 4) an interview form

for teachers responsible for student development activities, and 5) a students’ opinionnaire on the



teachers’ roles in promoting students’ basic democracy traits for in and out of class activities.
The data obtained were analyzed by using percentage, means and standard deviation, then
analyzed by descriptive analysis and content analysis. Research findings were as follows :

1. Types of methods or activities used for promoting students’ basic democracy traits in
schools:

1.1 The distinguished Chiang Mai elementary schools in this study used 7 types of
methods or activities in promoting students’ basic democracy traits. These included group
activities, questioning, creating teaching and learning rules together, self -assessment and peer
assessment, setting deadlines for students’ work and promoting time-keeping habits, peer-
assisting method, and infusion of thoughts in teaching.

1.2 For student development activities, various types of committees were promoted
in classes. Each working unit had a leader responsible for the assessment of committee members’
performance and made reports to his/her classroom teacher. The School Student Council ran its
programs and made the summary of its performance based on the results of monthly meetings.
They also held the whole school meetings once every semester where the representatives of
classroom teachers and the responsible teacher for School Student Council also attended.

2. Teachers’ roles in promoting students’ basic democracy traits in schools:

2.1 In learning and teaching organization, teachers mostly enhanced self-
discipline in their students. This enhancement was in line with most students’ opinions.
2.2 In terms of student activities, teachers provided students with opportunities to

fully perform their own tasks under teachers’ close supervision.
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
