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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were to study the condition and problems in using local
curriculum for the secondary education level students with hearing impairments at
Anusarnsoonthorn School for the deaf, Chiang Mai province. The population participated in this
study were school administrators, school’s curriculum committee, teachers, and the upper
secondary education level students who enrolled in the Lanna local subject in the 2012 academic
year. Data were collected from the population of school’s curriculum committee, teachers, and
the upper secondary education level students. The sample of administrators, purposively
collected were a school director, an assistant director who also took a position as Head of School
Academic, and the Head of Social Studies, Religion and Culture. The total samples and
population including in this study were 47. The instrument used in this study were
questionnaires. The questionnaires were divided into 4 parts for: 1) school administrators,

2) school’s curriculum committee, 3) teachers, and 4) the upper secondary education level
students with hearing impairments. Frequency, percentage, standard deviation and mean were

used to analyze the data.



The results of the study were as follows:
1. Condition of local curriculum of the Anusarnsoonthorn School for the deaf
1.1 Condition of local curriculum of the Anusarnsoonthorn School for
the deaf concerning content of the curriculum and learning time The school administrators,
school’s curriculum committee, teachers, and students thought that the content of the curriculum
was adjustable for the hearing impaired students and it was also conformed to the standard and
key performance indicator (KPI) which was required by the 2551 Core Curriculum. The content
was suitable for the learning time. Therefore, students should gain more knowledge about their
local region. The total mean were at the highest level.
1.2 Condition of local curriculum of the Anusarnsoonthorn School

for the deaf concerning curriculum implementation The school administrators, school’s
curriculum committee, teachers, and students thought that school had some effective learning
resources to support students’ learning. School understood the concept of local curriculum and
the school administrators played a major role in developing it. Therefore, this school local
curriculum was compatible with the national curriculum. Since there was a co-ordination between
school and communities, it was suggested that teachers should use their communities as learning
resources. The students thought that teachers were knowledgeable on local areas and they could
apply some interesting teaching techniques to their classroom. The total mean were at the good
level.

2. Problems in the local curriculum of the Anusarnsoonthorn School for the deaf
The school administrators, school’s curriculum committee, teachers, and students found that local
curriculum was not well prepared for students to understand the content of the subject. It did not
help students to be proud of their northern region. Moreover, students lacked of knowledge and
work skill for their specific community. There were also problems that teachers applied
some inappropriate teaching techniques and used some inefficient tools in their classroom.

Some teachers were not qualified to teach the subject since they did not have any background on



Lanna local studies. Field-trips to the learning resources were arranged only for some classrooms,
and some interesting places in the northern region were missed from the learning activity
program. Although local guest speakers were occasionally invited to school and field-trip were
arranged, but they were not normally planned; they were arranged on the convenience of each
teacher. Community had little involvement in the curriculum development.

In addition, there was not enough time for students to participate in their classroom
activities because other school activities took time from the Lanna local studies subject. Teachers
cannot communicate effectively with their students since they lacked of skills in sign language.
The last problem was a lack of local curriculum evaluation which should be useful for the future
curriculum development.

However, several more interesting problems were found from this study. The curriculum
was not compatible with a current society and it was not suitable for classroom since there was no
study on students’needs and community condition. Students were not allowed to participate in
the curriculum evaluation. The information from the evaluation was not actually used for
developing the Lanna local curriculum. There was no suitable Lanna local textbook for students
so they were not interested in the subject. They were not able to pass the standard test. Teachers
did not prepare their lesson plans. There was no consistence on the supervision after the Lanna

local curriculum was implemented.
