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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to 1) examine the impact from flood disaster as well as
perception and responses of people towards flood disaster; and 2) investigate internal and external
factors influencing the responses of people towards flood disaster in Tambon Napoon, Amphoe Wang
Chin, Changwat Phrae. Data were collected by questionnaires from 270 people in 9 villages whose
houses were affected from flood. Descriptive statistics, namely, Frequency, Percentage, Mean and
Standard Deviation as well as inferential statistics which was One-way ANOVA were used to analyze
the data.

Findings indicated that people in Tambon Napoon, Amphoe Wang Chin, Changwat Phrae
were generally affected by flood disaster in the high level. The first impact from flood disaster was the
property impact. The rest were mental impact, physical impact, and life style impact which were all in
the high level.

According to people’s perception towards flood disaster, it was found that people perceived
for flood disaster in the high level. They knew and understood that house building, soil filling for
agriculture, and river intrusion caused flood passage block and risk for flood disaster. In terms of
flood disaster responses, the study showed that people had the responses to flood disaster in the high
level. Before the flooding occurred, people inspected the self-assistance such as food, drinking water
and necessary stuff. They also followed news and rainfall situation report. Due to people’s responses

during flood disaster, they investigated the water drainage way when they realized that it was going to



be flooded and they warned their relatives and people in the community to prepare for evacuation.
After the flood disaster happened, people evaluated and explored the damage and took part in warning
system assessment, for instance.

Regarding attitudes towards factors affecting the causes of flood disaster, the study revealed
that the majority of people had negative attitudes towards flood disaster in the community. They
argued that the location of the community and physical geography were the causes for flood disaster in
the community. Besides, they believed that warning and prediction in flood disaster was another way

to decrease the loss.
