ABSTRACT

Based on the findings of this study most debtor samplings of education loan were female
who were aged between 25 and 35 years old, had work experience of more than 5 years, were
single and no had dependents, were educated at bachelor degree level. The average monthly
income was between 10,001 and 15,000 baht. The average debt was higher than 30,000 baht.
Family working as company’s officers with average monthly income of 10,001-15,000 baht, their
family members totalled four persons, however there was no member of family not working and
at least one member of the family was studying.

The studied results of factors affecting call loan payment from student loan found that the
most loanee often emphasize that demand payment of a debt obtain from bank and insufficient
income. In addition, the problem and obstacle of loan refund was caused from the loanee.

The results of Chi-square test found that debts were neglected by the bank and debt had



relationship with personal factors, including gender, age, marital status, education, occupation,
work experience, income, number of dependents and expense. Insufficient income and
Government policy had relationship with personal factors but education and occupation no
relationship.

Behavior reimbursement of the loan funds for educational loans show that parents do not
have the funding for education. Reimbursement of the sample is generally paid in cash at the
counter of KrungThai Bank and partial payment would be made on or before July 5 of each year.
A majority of the sample misunderstood the terms and agreement. Most of the sample thought

that loans came from national budgets and need to be repaid after graduation.
